Curriculum vitae

Born in Vienna September 11, 1936, he studied Music, History, and German Literature at the Academy of Music and Performing Arts and at the University of Vienna, where he received in 1960 the High School Teacher’s Licence and the PhD in 1962.

Sent by the Austrian Ministry of Education he organized in 1960 the beginning of western music education in Kabul and started there with the regular broadcasting of classical music in the Afghan Radio.

Since 1962 he teaches Music Theory and Cultural History at the University of Music and Performing Arts in Vienna (former Academy /Hochschule für Musik und Darstellende Kunst). From 1969 to 2004 he held the position of professor and director of the Institute of Music Analysis.

He served as Vice Rector 1974 – 1984, 1997 – 2002 and as Rector of the University 1984 -1988. Since 2004 he is Prof. emeritus.
He was appointed Guest Professor at Indiana University - School of Music in Bloomington. In 1980 he held the distinguished Austrian Chair at Stanford University (USA) for Music. In 1989 he was Guest Professor at the Chulalongkorn University in Bangkok. In summer term 1999 he held the chair for Middle European History the Rijksuniversiteit Leiden, Netherlands.

His many publications concentrate on Music History and Theory.

He is now Honorary President of the Austrian Music Council and Past-President of the International Music Council of UNESCO, member of the Senate of the Gesellschaft der Musikfreunde in Wien, and of the Sudetendeutsche Akademie der Wissenschaften und Künste in Munich.

In 1998 he was appointed honorary member of the Guildhall School of Music and Drama, London and received in 1999 the Doctorate honoris causa of the University of Music and Dramatic Arts, Bratislava, Slovakia. In 2002 he became honorary member of the Royal College of Music, London and in 2007 honorary fellow of the Academy of Performing Arts in Hongkong.
He received decorations from the Austrian State as well as from abroad.
